Earlier this morning, New York City and surrounding regions experienced a
4.8 magnitude earthquake. While officials are still assessing the impact, there
are currently no reports of major impacts.

On April 8, 2024, a total solar eclipse will cross North America, passing over
Mexico, the United States, and Canada. A total solar eclipse happens when
the Moon passes between the Sun and Earth, completely blocking the face of
the Sun. The sky will darken as if it were dawn or dusk. To safely view the
eclipse, you will need special glasses to protect your eyes. You can pick up
free glasses at any public library while supplies last. The eclipse will last
about an hour, and the sky will be darkest around 3:25 PM. Check out the
NASA website here for more information on total solar eclipse safety.

The return of regular service came after repairs between 47-50 Sts—Rockefeller
Center in Manhattan and 36 St in Queens. and trains resumed regular service in Queens
and Manhattan at 5:00 a.m. on Monday, April 1.
