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This legislative session, Assemblyman Weprin and his colleagues 
in the State Legislature passed many groundbreaking bills. A few 
of the ones he co-sponsored are:

Assemblyman Weprin in the CommunityLEGISLATIVE WRAP-UP

BRIARWOOD STATION RE-NAMING
Legislation sponsored by Assemblyman Weprin, which passed both the 
Assembly and the Senate, would change the name of the Briarwood—Van 
Wyck Boulevard subway station (E & F lines) to simply “Briarwood.” Van 
Wyck Boulevard has not existed in decades, and once the bill takes effect, 
the station’s name will accurately reflect its location.

MEDICAL MARIJUANA
The legislation co-sponsored by Assemblyman Weprin would allow licensed 
physicians to determine if a patient suffering from a debilitating or life-
threatening illness is likely to benefit from the use of medical marijuana. 
The bill would prevent the marketing of medical marijuana to teenagers 
and patients would not be able to receive prescriptions to smoke medical 
marijuana. The forms of the drug that could be prescribed are oil-based 
extracts, pills, edibles and vaporized forms. 

HELPING OUR VETERANS AND THEIR FAMILIES
The Assembly’s legislation, which Assemblyman Weprin co-sponsored, 
and which passed the Senate, would help veterans and their families in a 
variety of ways. The legislation would reduce the burden of moving for 
military families, and help provide resources for returning veterans pursu-
ing their education.

The religious garb bill, sponsored by Assemblyman Weprin, passed over-
whelmingly in the Assembly, and is now pending passage in the Senate. 
This bill requires employers to respect employees’ religious beliefs and 
dress, allowing for religious attire to be worn in the workplace.

RELIGIOUS GARB BILL

PROTECTING OUR CHILDREN
Legislation sponsored by Assemblyman Weprin (A.2887-B) would require 
that mandated reporters receive additional training and coursework regard-
ing identification of child abuse or maltreatment every three years.

The Assembly also passed another bill sponsored by Assemblyman Weprin 
that would add full- or part-time compensated school personnel who hold 
a temporary coaching license or professional coaching certificate to the list 
of mandated reporters of suspected child abuse (A.421-C). Additionally, the 
legislation strengthens the Office of Children and Family Services (OCFS).

Assemblyman Weprin, Councilman Lancman, and 
Congresswoman Meng applaud the Department of 
Transportation on their approval of a One-Way Street 
on 168th street between Highland Avenue and Gothic 
Avenue. The corridor is highly trafficked by thousands 
of students commuting to and from Jamaica High 
School Campus and Thomas Edison High School 
each day, as well as by the members of the Jamaica 
Muslim Center. Assemblyman Weprin is glad to report 
that after six months of coordination with the DOT, 
168th street will be safer for drivers and pedestrians.

Assemblyman Weprin, with Councilmembers Chin, Johnson, 
and Van Bramer, calls for a repeal of Madison Square Garden’s 
multi-million dollar property tax exemption. Madison Square 
Garden is the only for-profit institution in New York State that 
has an unlimited property tax exemption. If the exemption were 
repealed, it would result in an additional $17 million annually 
for New York City. This exemption has been in effect since 1992 
and resulted in the loss of hundreds of millions of dollars in tax 
revenue for New York City.
