	 and a mandate for pharmacists to provide more information on drug addiction.
Detoxification
❤	 Longer evaluation periods for patients, mandated insurance coverage for overdose medication, 	
	 and more trained professionals administering overdose medication. 
Rehabilitation and Treatment
❤	 Better access to support services and requirements for insurance companies to use 		
	 state-approved criteria for level of care.
Recovery
❤	 Expand long term programs and require the Office of Alcohol and Substance Abuse Services 	
	 (OASAS) to administer housing opportunities with certified drug counselors on staff.
