During the legislative session 2019/20 Assemblymember Rodneyse 
Bichotte sponsored over 100 pieces of legislation. Listed below 
are a few of these bills addressing some key issues. For additional 
information on these and other bills, visit www.nyassembly.gov.

Faulty Ballots
A.10808A – chaptered into law; changes to security envelope formatting 
that make it easier for voters to understand their ballots and sponsored 
legislation to ensure voters are not disqualified due to technicalities 
that are no fault of their own.

Police Reform
A.03230 – allows citizens a chance to exercise their right to record 
encounters with the police and voice unlawful interference by police 
when they’re recording.

A.03231 – calls for state and local law enforcement to identify 
themselves to the public during law enforcement activities.

Housing
A.10532 – permitted residential and commercial investment property 
owners during the NY on PAUSE order to have relief through 
mortgage forbearance. 

Health
A.02770 – passed by the legislature; allows patients to get more 
information about potential health effects during preterm labor and 
preterm delivery by having the commissioner of health require hospitals 
to provide such information.

A.8808B – calls for an end to the sale and distribution of flavored tobacco 
products and accessories which have affected the health of many.

Taxation
A.10363 – extends the top state income rate to raise revenue to fully 
fund the Foundation Aid for education.

A.10414 – establishes a billionaire’s tax to provide revenue for a 
worker bailout fund due to COVID-19.

Education
A.2997 – establishes the New York State Promise Program for 
community college courses which provides a waiver of tuition in the 
form of a grants to students who meet certain criteria.

A.1461 – establishes a Beacon School Pilot Program in New York 
City Schools.
