This week, the New York State Assembly Majority passed
legislation to strengthen our democracy and make it easier for
New Yorkers to vote. Two of Assemblymember Bichotte
Hermelyn bills were passed. Bill A.6046 to provide an
additional method of requesting absentee ballots through
electronic means and bill A.6047A to temporarily eliminate
the need to request an absentee ballot via a signed absentee
ballot application. This bill also allows absentee ballots with a
postmark/cancellation mark by the day of election to be
rendered a timely ballot.

“These bills will make it easier for New Yorkers to vote using
an absentee ballot,” Assemblymember Rodneyse
Bichotte Hermelyn said. “By allowing voters to use
electronic means to request a ballot, and allowing ballots
postmarked on Election Day to be counted, we will help ensure
that all voters’ voices are heard and counted.”

Face Masks and Coverings for COVID-19

« You must wear a face mask or face covering in public when social distancing (staying at least & feet apart] is not passible,
unless a face covering is not medically tolerated. This includes on public transpart, in stores and on crowded sidewalks.

« Children over 2 years of age should wear a face mask in public, too. Children under 2 years of age should NOT wear face

coverings for safety reasons.

« Clath face coverings should be made from fabric you can't see through when held up to the light, They must be cleaned

befare reusing.

+ Disposable paper face masks should be used for one outing outside the home, They cannot be propery cleaned,
