RETAIL THEFT

	Ͱ Provides tax credits to small 
businesses to support their 
security efforts

	Ͱ Creates dedicated law 
enforcement teams to combat 
organized retail theft rings

	Ͱ Increases punishments for those 
who participate in theft, assault 
a retail worker or foster the sale 
of stolen goods

OBSCURED LICENSE PLATES
