As the Israel-Hamas war continues, we are deeply distraught to see and hear
the news about attacks on innocent civilians, babies, children, and
grandmothers. The reporting and images have been devastating. I was part of
a rally and vigil for Israel on Tuesday at Dag Hammarskjold Plaza. This
week, I participated in a security briefings with the Mayor’s Office and the
NYPD. At the briefing we learned there are no current credible threats to New
York. Our city is home to the largest Jewish community of any city in the
world, greater than the combined totals of Tel Aviv and Jerusalem so out of
an abundance of caution, the Governor and Mayor have ordered law
enforcement to increase local patrols with special attention to religious
schools, synagogues, museums, cultural institutions, and places that were
deemed vulnerable in the city and throughout the state. My thoughts and
prayers are with you and your loved ones through this unprecedented and
distressing time. Enclosed in this report you will find my full statement and
some resources on the relief effort.

In recognition of National Disability Employment Awareness Month I was
honored to receive the “Equity and Inclusion Champion” Award from the
non-profit Goodwill NYNJ. It was a pleasure to join them and present the
hardworking program participants with citations for their dedication.

Roosevelt Island Tram

Please be advised that Tram service will be affected the morning of Sunday, October
15 from 6AM to 10AM to accommodate a state mandated training session for all Tram
operators and maintenance personnel.
