Congestion Pricing will Start in January of 2025 with a Reduced Toll

Congestion pricing is set to begin by early January of 2025 with a new pay scale
and more exemptions for drivers with disabilities. Drivers will pay $9 to enter
the Central Business District, a 40% reduction from the original toll of $15.

The full toll structure can be seen below:

The proceeds from congestion pricing will be used to fund critical
infrastructure repairs and upgrades in our mass transit system.
