Seawright met with The Collective: A Coalition of Culturally
Specific Gender-based Violence NYC Service Providers

The Collective met with the Office of Assembly Member Seawright to discuss the allocation of $23 million
in new funding to support culturally specific gender-based violence service providers across the state.
The coalition's members primarily serve communities of color and immigrant communities, which report
domestic violence at lower rates due to hesitancy to engage with law enforcement, and other language or
community barriers that they face.

The New York State Assembly Honors the Life of Civil Rights
Leader Hazel Dukes
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Dr. Hazel N. Dukes, president of the New York State National
Association for the Advancement of Colored People (NAACP)
dedicated her life to working on the frontlines of the fight for
equality, bringing a seat to the table when none was in sight.

Dukes was born in Montgomery, Alabama, on March 17, 1932.
She was the only child of Alice and Edward Dukes. Her father
was a Pullman porter. She enrolled at Alabama State Teachers
College in 1949 hoping to become a teacher. However, after
moving to New York City with her parents in 1955, she started
school at Nassau Community College majoring in business

administration.

In 1978, Dukes received a bachelor's degree in business administration from Adelphi University. She also
completed post-graduate work at Queens College. She held three honorary doctorate degrees from the
City University of New York Law School at Queens College, City University of New York’s Medgar Evers
College, and Touro College of Osteopathic Medicine.

While living in Roslyn, on Long Island, she worked to combat discrimination in housing. She worked for
President Lyndon B. Johnson's "Head Start" program in the 1960s. In 1966, she took a position at the
Nassau County Attorney's Office, becoming the first black American to do so. She eventually worked as a
community organizer for the Economic Opportunity Commission of Nassau County and taught children
who were living in poverty. She remained consistently outspoken throughout the Reagan and Bush
presidencies during the 1980s and into the 1990s. Dukes was an advocate for education reform and the
advancement of civil rights.
