People Living With HIV Long-Term Care Facility Residents' 
Bill Of Rights; prohibits a long-term care facility and its staff 
from discriminating against any resident on the basis of such 
resident's actual or perceived sexual orientation, gender 
identity or expression, or HIV status.
