Don’t Lose Your BASIC STAR Exemption

One-time re-registration is needed before December 31
If you are a homeowner who currently receives a Basic STAR exemption on property taxes, re-registration is
required by December 31. Registration can be done online at www.tax.ny.gov or by calling (518) 457-2036.
