In 2017, the New York State Legislature made
great progress to benefit the hard-working residents of the
state. We're just beginning the 2018 Legislative Session,
and | plan to hit the ground running to tackle the issues
that mean the most to you.

Eliminating ineffective programs will result in a
streamlined training process and more skilled labor
statewide.

Today, many New Yorkers are unfortunately plagued by
heroin and opioid addiction. In order to stop this major
drug problem, we should work together to stop it from
spreading in our communities. We must first hold the deal-
ers who continue to flood our streets with dangerous drugs
accountable for their criminal actions. Additional services
to help those affected by addiction should also be offered
to ensure that people are given proper help and care.
